There is currently budget trailer bill language designed to align the
Medical Act with Proposition 64.

If that bill passes, the proposed regulations will be withdrawn and
a new set of regulations consistent with changes in the law will be
proposed.

28,2017, are still very important. Many of the provisions in these
licensing regulations will carry over to new regulations if the
trailer bill passes.
